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Most sheep get a haircut—called shearing—in the spring!
This helps keep them cool when the weather gets warm. Some sheep grow a lot of wool—up to 30 pounds a year! Just 1 pound of
wool can make up to 10 miles of yarn. That’s enough yarn to make a whole sweater!
