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Spring is the most common season for shearing sheep, though sheep
may be sheared at any time as long as there is enough wool to keep
them warm in winter. Depending on the breed of sheep, they can
produce between 2 and 30 pounds of wool a year! 1 pound of wool
can make up to 10 miles of yarn. It takes about a mile of yarn to make
a sweater for an aduit!
